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PROJECT SUMMARY

The LADWP and Inyo County propose to implement a large-scale restoration project in the Owens Valley.  The LORP
would consist of these four primary efforts: 1) release water to the Lower Owens River to enhance native and game
fisheries and riparian habitats along 62 miles of the river; 2) provide water to the Owens River Delta to maintain and
enhance various wetland and aquatic habitats; 3) enhance an off-river area with seasonal flooding and land
management to benefit wetlands and waterfowl; and 4) maintain several off-river lakes and ponds. The project also
includes construction of a pump station to capture and recover some of the water released to the river, and range
improvements and modified grazing practices on leases in the LORP project area.
